
With more than 150 acres of property as a backdrop, the gardens at Narracott Farms have 
been designed to take advantage of spectacular views from the high ground of the 
Oakridges Moraine and to compliment the Georgian style house. 
 

 
 

 



 
There are a variety of gardens; the traditional perennial border is entered through a row of 
arbors and is flanked by a 10ft. high cedar hedge that sweeps an arc 400 ft. long around

The scree garden was built on what was once a haw meant to keep horses out of the main 
garden.  It took three years to build and the starting end has more mature plants.  We 
experimented with various plants and had to remove some that spread too vigorously or 
self-seeded excessively.  It is on a bank 140 ft. long and is meant to be viewed from 
below and was designed to be a surprise when approaching from above.

Accessed through an archway in the hedge, the wall garden was built to be a whimsical 
addition to the other gardens.   The garden is approximately an equilateral triangle with 
70 ft. sides.  The area before construction was grassed with a few aging fruit trees. 
 

 
 

 
 
The dry stone wall is a free form, undulating, serpentine structure and was built around 
the already placed large stones that are the bones of the garden.  The garden has early 
summer interest but is at its best in the fall when the grasses are in bloom. 
 



Construction of the garden was started in the spring of 2007 and the large stones were 
placed before the wall was built; the wall was completed in August.  Plantings were made
